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2. DO GOOD AGAIN AND AGAIN
AND TAKE DELIGHT IN IT
Should a person perform a
meritorious action, he should do it
again and again; he should find
pleasure therein: blissful is the

accumulation of merit.
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3. BY ITS EFFECTS EVIL IS KNOWN
Even an evil person may still find
happiness so long as his evil deed does not
bear fruit; but when his evil deed does bear

fruit he will meet with evil COHSCQUGHCGS.I

BY ITS EFFECTS GOOD IS KNOWN
Even a good person may still meet
with suffering so long as his good deed does
not bear fruit; but when it does bear fruit he
will reap the benefits of his good deed.?

I.A wicked person may lead a prosperous life as the result
of his past good deeds. He will experience happiness owing to
the potentiality of his past good over the present evil, — a
seeming injustice which oftlen prevails in this world. When once,
according to the inexorable law of kamma, his evil actions
[ructify, then he perceives the painlul effects of his wickedness.
2.A virtuous person, as often happens, may meet with adversity
owing to the potentiality of his past evil actions over his present
good acts. He is convinced of the efficacy of his present good
deeds only when, at the opportune moment, they fructily, giving
him abundant bliss.

The fact that at times the wicked are prosperous and the
virtuous are unfortunate is itsell strong evidence in support of
the belief in kamma and rebirth.
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4, THINK NOT LIGHTLY
OF EVIL
Do not think lightly of evil,
saying: ‘It will not come to me.” Even
a water-pot is filled by the falling of
drops. Likewise the fool, gathering it

drop by drop, fills himself with evil.
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5. THINK NOT LIGHTLY

OF GOOD
Do not think lightly of good, -
saying: ‘It will not come to me.” Even
a water-pot is filled by the falling of
drops, so the wise man, gathering it

drop by drop, fills himself with good.
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6. SHUN EVIL
LIKE A PERILOUS PATH
Just as a merchant, with a small
“escort and great wealth, avoids a
perilous route; just as one desiring to
live avoids poison, even so should one

avoid evil.
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7. NO EVIL BEFALLS THOSE
WHO HAVE NO BA]) INTENTOIN
If no wound there be in one’s
hand, one may carry poison in it.
Poison does not affect one who has ‘no
wound. There is no ill for him who

does no wrong.

1. That is, for one who has no evil intention.
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8. WHO HARMS THE
INNOCENT COMES TO GRIEF
Whoever harms a harmless
person, one pure and guiltless, upon
that very fool the evil recoils like fine

dust thrown against the wind.
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9.BIRTH DEPENDS ON ACTIONS
Some are reborn' as human beings,
the wicked are reborn in woeful states,’
the righteous go to blissful states,” and
those who are free' from mental
defilements pass away into Nibbana.

1. According to Buddhism there are four kinds of birth -
namely, egg-born (andaja), womb-born (jaldbuja), moisture-born
(sanisedaja), and spontaneous birth (opapdtika).

2. Niraya = ni + aya = devoid of happiness. There are four
kinds of niraya — namely, woeflul stale (epaya), the animal
kingdom (tiracchanayoni), the plane of Petas (petayoni) and the
plane of Asura-demons (asurayoni).None of these states is
eternal. According to their evil kamma beings may be born in
such woeful states. Departing from those states, they may be born
in blissful states according to their past good kamma.

The members of his celibate Order
follow the middle path, avoiding the extremes of self-mortification and
self-indulgence. Simplicity, humility, and poverty should be the chief
characteristics of bhikkhus as much as cleanliness.

Like a thorough-bred horse,
touched by the whip, even so be
strenuous and zealous. By confidence,
by virtue, by effort, by concentration,
by investigation of the Truth, by being
endowed with  knowledge and
conduct,” and by being mindful, get rid
of this great suffering.

2. Vijjacarana. Eight kinds of Knowledge and fifteen kinds of
Conduct. The eight kinds of Knowledge are:

(1) Psychic Powers (lddhividha), (2) Divine Ear (Dibba-sota), 3)
Penetration of the minds of others (Ceto-pariva-iana), (4) Divine Eye
(Dibbacakkhu), (5) Remembrance of former births (Pubbenivasa-
nussati), (6) Extinction of corruptions (Asavakkhaya), (7) Insight
(Vipassand), and (8) Creation of mental images {(Manomayiddhi).

The fifteen kinds of Conduct are:—

pleasure is there in looking at them?
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27.THIS BODY IS

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29. ONE WITH LITTLE
LEARNING LACKS WISDOM
The man of little learning grows
old like the ox. His muscles grow; his

wisdom grows not.
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30. CRAVING IS THE
BUILDER OF THIS HOUSE
Through many a birth I wandered in
samisara, seeking, but not finding, the
builder of the house. Sorrowful is it to

be born again and again.

1. These two verses, the first pacan of joy (uddna) uttered
by the Buddha immediately after His Enlightenment, are not
found elsewhere. The Venerable Ananda heard them from the
lips of the Buddha and they have been inserted here.

Here the Buddha admits his past wanderings in
existence which entails suffering, a fact which evidently proves
the belief in rebirth. He was compelled to wander, and
consequently to suffer, so long as he could not discover the
architect who built this house, the body. In His final birth He
discovered by His own intuitive wisdom the elusive architect
dwelling not outside but within the recesses of His own heart.
The architect was Craving or Attachment (tanha) a self-created
force, a mental element latent in all. The discovery of the
architect is the eradication of craving by attaining Arahanthood
which, in this utterance, is alluded to as the end of craving. —
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O house-builder! Thou art seen. Thou

shalt build no house again. All thy
rafters are broken. Thy ridge-pole is
shattered. My mind has attained the
unconditioned. Achieved is this end of

craving.

The rafters of this self-created house are the defilements
(kilesa). The ridge-pole that supports the rafters is ignorance
(avijja), the root cause of all defilements. The shattering of the
ridge-pole of ignorance by wisdom results in the complete
demolition of the house. The ridge-pole and the rafters are the
material with which the architect builds this undesired house.
With their destruction the architect is deprived of the
wherewithal to rebuild the house which is not wanted. With the
demolition of the house the mind attains the Unconditional which
is Nibbana.
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31. THEY REGRET WHO DO NOT
PROGRESS MATERIALLY
AND SPIRITUALLY

They who have not led the Holy
Life, who in youth have not acquired
wealth, pine away like old herons at a
pond without fish.

They who have not led the Holy
Life, who in youth have not acquired
wealth, lie like wornout bows, sighing

after the past.
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32. BE VIGILANT
If one holds oneself dear, one should
protect oneself well. During every one
of the three watches (of life) the wise

man should keep vigil (against evil).
